    St. Martin’s will embark on a new and exciting 
program in the 2008-09 school year which will benefit 
our students, families and faculty alike. Late Start 
Wednesdays will begin on Spt. 3 and will provide 
the opportunity for students in all divisions (PK-
12) to take advantage of  academic opportunities, 
collaborative group work and project-based learning 
experiences. The choices available for our students as 
described below are designed to be age-appropriate, 
and they are all voluntary in nature. Be assured that 
classroom learning time will not be lost. Rather, 
Late Start Wednesdays will actually serve to improve 
classroom learning through better use of  the hours in 
our school day and implementation of programs which 
strengthen academic learning by way of  experiential 
learning, as has been proven in current educational 
research at top universities in the nation. At the same 
time, our faculty will have the opportunity to engage 
in weekly divisional, departmental or all-school 
faculty meetings or research, the purpose of  which 
is to strengthen their knowledge of  best practices in 
teaching and ensure that our students are receiving the 
highest level of  academic instruction possible.
      You will note that students in all divisions will have 
the opportunity to voluntarily participate in Saints 
PLUS, whether as an active participant (for Lower 
and Middle School students) or a leader/facilitator 
(Upper School students). Led by Guy Farber ’82, 
Saints PLUS is the program in which the methodology 
and terminology of  Project Adventure (discussion, 
activity, debriefing) is used in collaborative activities, 
resulting in improved physical skills, character 
education and leadership ability.
      In the Upper School, Late Start Wednesday is 
centered on data which proves that adolescents do 
not learn optimally in the early morning hours. Thus, 
classes in the Upper School will start at 8:55 a.m. on 
Wednesdays. On those days, breakfast will be served 
in the dining hall at 7:45 a.m. instead of  our usual 
break time. There will be a 10-minute free period 
later on Wednesday mornings, but the dining hall 
will not serve food at that time. Students may spend 
the first hour of  the school day in their choice of  the 
following opportunities:
1.     Project Adventure (for those Upper School 
students who are on the Project Adventure Leadership 
Team)
2.     Saints PLUS (any Upper School student can 
volunteer to work with Guy Farber and Lower School 
students in Saints PLUS activities)
3.     Academic opportunities include working in 
the Library (which will be staffed), or in some cases 
working with a private tutor
4.     Upper School students may have breakfast 
in the Dining Hall (at an additional charge to the 
Meal Plan)
5.      Upper School students may elect to 
“sleep in” or simply remain at home during 
the  fi r s t  hour  on  Wednesday  mor n ings .
     The same data proving that adolescents do not 
learn best in the early morning hours is also applicable 
to many students in Middle School. Thus, Middle 
School students have the following choices for the 
first hour on Wednesdays:
1.     Saints PLUS (Middle School students may 
choose to participate in collaborative group work 
with Guy Farber and US leaders to improve their 
leadership, teamwork and physical skills; all activities 
are age-appropriate and Saints PLUS will consist of  
2 separate groups to achieve that end; MS students 
wishing to participate are required to check in at 
the MS Library before proceeding to the Gym)
2.      Academic opportunities include working in 
the Library (which will be staffed), or in some cases 
working with a private tutor
3.     Middle School students may have breakfast 
in the Dining Hall (at an additional charge to the 
Meal Plan, and MS students must be accompanied 

  The summer is coming to an end, and a new school 
year is fast approaching.  Here at Saints Dining Hall, 
our main objective is to offer a high quality, nutri-
tious and delicious meal plan to our students.  
      We certainly do believe in offering a variety of  
menu items.  Daily selections include two different 
daily hot entrée items, vegetables, and accompanying 
side items.

          When you purchase the meal plan, your 
student may select one hot entrée/starch/vegetable 
combination along with a drink and dessert for 
the daily meal ticket price.  Or, they may choose 
any two items from the soup/sandwich/salad bar 
offerings along with a drink and dessert for the 
same ticket price.  Additional items may also be 
purchased a la carte.
          We also offer a mid-morning breakfast meal 
plan to Upper School students only.  This plan 
consists of  a choice of  three breakfast items plus 
a beverage for the meal ticket price.  Students also 
have the option of  purchasing these items on a 
daily cash basis.
       Students in PK-1st grades may participate in the 
meal plan, or bring a lunch from home.  Students in

The Project Ad-
venture philosophy emphasizes both positive community 
dynamics and individual leadership, so it fits perfectly 
into the emphasis we’ll place on leadership in the Upper 
School next year.  
Our challenge to every Upper School student and faculty 
member will be “Where do you lead?”  We plan to provide 
more leadership opportunities for students and faculty to 
lead in the areas in which they excel.  Every member of  

our community should step up and own the role of  
leadership required of  a healthy community.  
   Our emphasis on building our Upper School com-
munity begins with summer reading.  This year we 
will replace our former Free Choice Summer Reading 
program with a Community Summer Reading book.  
Each year a different department will choose a book, 
and this year the Performing Arts department chose 
Blink by Malcolm Gladwell.  All Upper School 
students and faculty will read Blink and have an op-
portunity to blog their thoughts as they read on our 
community blog:  www.stmreads.blogspot.com.  We’ll 
kick off  the school year in August with a panel of  stu-
dents and teachers discussing the book in an assembly.  
I’d like to invite all parents to join our community and 
read Blink along with your children.  
   However, please don’t forget about the academic 
required summer reading; you may find a list of  
required summer reading on the website and buy the 
books you’ll need in our bookstore.  

I’m looking forward to a dynamic time in the Up-
per School community.  Rest up; it’s going to be an 
exciting year.

All book orders for student in Grades 6-12 must be made via St. Martin’s website – www.stmsaints.
com. Students’ schedules will be mailed home at the beginning of  July. This schedule information 
is needed to place your book order. YOU CAN ONLY PLACE THE BOOK ORDER FOR 
ONE STUDENT AT A TIME AND MUST COMPLETE THE ORDER USING YOUR 
CREDIT CARD.
Select the grade for your student and then for each course listed on his/her schedule, find the 
corresponding course listed on the order form.  Indicate the book and materials that you wish 
to purchase for each course. A few used books are available, and if  requested, the orders will 
be filled on a first-come/first served basis.  Please make note that some courses have special 
requirements:

• Grade 11 – All students are charged $44.50 for ACT and $43.00 for SAT test fees.
• A $13.00 AP testing fee deposit is in included in the cost of  the textbook for 11th and 

12th grade students who have registered for AP classes. The remaining testing fee of  
$71.00 must be paid prior to the test date.

• A $13.00 AP testing fee deposit will be charged to students in 11th and 12th grade 
taking AP English classes. The remaining testing fee of  $71.00 must be paid prior to 
the test date.

When you have completed purchasing the textbooks for one student,  please complete your order 
using a VISA/MasterCard. 
If  you need to purchase books for another student, please begin the process again.

     St. Martin’s offers after-school care for students 
in grades PK-8 and before-school care for students 
in grades PK-5. This quality program provides care 
for your student from 7:15-7:40 a.m. and 3:30-6 
p.m. each school day.
     PK-fifth-grade students can be dropped off  at the 
Lower School office from 7:15-7:40 a.m. Students 
then report to the Lower School library until 7:40 
a.m. This service is free of  charge.
     After school activities for students in PK-5 take 
place in the Lower School and include supervised 
homework sessions, sports activities, and enrichment 
art activities, such as painting, clay, murals, paper 
crafts and construction. Movies, games and kite flying 
round out the activities. An afternoon snack and drink 
are provided. Parents pick up and sign out students in 
grades PK-2 in the PK adventure area. Parents and/or 
guardians must enter the Lower School quadrangle 
via the entrance located nearest the Adkerson Gym 
parking lot.  Access via the Haring Road gates will 
not be permitted after 4 p.m.

     The program for students in grades 6-8 takes place 
in the Middle School. Students staying after school, 
after a brief  rest break and play period, are provided 
an organized, quiet place to complete homework and 
work on academic projects. Students may consult 
with teachers for extra help and have access to the 
Martin Family Library in order to conduct any 
necessary research. Supervised access to computers 
is available in the after-school classroom or in the 
Martin Family Library. The Middle School teachers 
on duty will assist students with organizational 
skills such as proper utilization of  plan books. An 
afternoon snack and drink are provided. Students 
who participate in extracurricular activities (i.e. 
athletic competitions, plays, music lessons, tutoring 
sessions, chess club) can attend after-school care 
upon conclusion of  such activities.

From the Director of Physical Facilities

     Strict enforcement of  Jefferson Parish 
parking ordinances in the neighborhood around 
St. Martin’s continues to be in effect for the 
2008-09 academic year. Parents and students 
are asked to pay close attention to the guidelines 
in the Student Handbook when driving and 
parking on and around campus. This will help 
everyone arrive and depart from school safely and 
efficiently despite limited street parking spots.
     Ninety parking spots are allotted for junior 
and senior drivers on campus. Juniors and seniors 
will be allowed to park in the chapel lot, the 
Adkerson Gymnasium lot and along the school 
side of  Haring Rd. (on the street) from the 
exit of  the Solomon Theater lot to Airline Dr. 
Parking is no longer allowed on the neighbor’s 
side of  Haring Road. In the interest of  providing 
students with the safest parking possible, junior 
and senior drivers are asked to park in  the

on Haring Rd. (Cars should come from

assigned lots on a first come/first served basis. 
Freshman and sophomores may only park on 
the school side of  Green Acres beginning at the 
chapel lot and going toward the athletic fields.
     Please remember that it is illegal to park 
within five (5) feet of  and directly across from 
any driveway or parking lot entrance/exit. It is 
also illegal to park over the curb and on the grass, 
dirt or rock on the side of  the street (all tires 
must be on the street or the curb only). Due to 
ongoing damage to grass areas along the street 
curbs, this will be strictly enforced. Violators may 
receive detention if  illegal parking is observed 
by an officer from the Jefferson Parish Sheriff ’s 
Office. 
     All students who will be driving  to school on 
a regular basis are required to fill out a parking 
registration form and bring it to the Book Sale 
in order to pick up their decals before school 

begins. Parking registration forms will be in the 
summer packet from the Upper School. After Aug. 
4 students will have to wait until the first day of  
school and go to the Upper School office to be 
issued their decal.  The parking registration form 
must include complete license tag numbers for 
each vehicle being registered.  Incomplete forms 
will not be accepted this year. Parking decals from 
previous years are not valid.
     All driving students must obtain a new 2008-
2009 parking decal.  Decals must be placed in the 
lower corner of  the windshield on the passenger 
side with the number clearly visible.  Freshmen and 
sophomores who gain driving privileges during the 
school year must also register their cars at that time 
and obtain a 2008-2009 parking decal. Visit the 
Upper School office for further information on 
obtaining a decal.

18th.  Invitations will be mailed to you.
• Pre-Kindergarten and Kindergarten children will start with a half  day of  school (A-L) on Wednesday, August 20th, and (M-Z) 

on Thursday, August 21st. The first full day for Pre-Kindergarten and Kindergarten is August 22nd.
• School starts as a full day for Grades 1-5 on Wednesday, August 20th.  After -School Care begins Thursday, August 21st.
• Lower School Parents’ Evening will take place on Thursday, August 28th in the Solomon Theater at 7:00pm.
• Late Start Wednesdays will begin on September 3rd.  On Wednesdays your child will be able to come to school late, come and 

eat breakfast in the Dining Hall with you, go to the Lower School Library for academic opportunities, be tutored by an off  
campus tutor, or participate in Saints Plus, our Project Adventure program on Late Start Wednesdays.
