Electronic Fund Transfer (EFT)
Paying your child’s tuition & charges has never been more convenient.  With our Direct Payment Plan (EFT), you can have your school bills paid automatically through your designated account.  This saves you time and the expense of postage and envelopes.  In addition, you will never have to worry about being late with your payment.
How the Direct Payment Plan (EFT) works!  Each month you will receive a statement showing the amount of your bill.  Your designated account will be drafted for the full amount due on the bill.  This will normally be the 20th of each month.  

Example # 1. Statement date 6/1/2009 the full amount will be drafted on 6/22/2009.  This amount would include 60% tuition and applicable charges. 

Example # 2. Statement dated 10/1/2009 will be drafted on 10/20/2009.  This amount would include any bookstore charges, daily rate for after school care and transportation as applicable.

Monthly tuition payments are only available by using the First Bank & Trust Tuition Financing Program.
