All Middle School students are given an initial orientation to the Martin Family Library including a review of research techniques and scavenger hunt projects so that they will be aware of the various locations in the library. Throughout the year the students are provided with opportunities to develop search strategies for research projects by visiting the Library with each academic discipline, thereby gaining a thorough understanding of the uses of library resources: books, online sources, periodicals, and the Internet, as well as the importance of documentation and evaluating websites. Library projects are developed by librarians and classroom teachers and often culminate in student presentations and special activities, such as the Elizabethan Luncheon and Asia Day. Reading incentive activities include the Louisiana Young Reader’s Choice Awards, the Middle School/Upper School Book Fair, and interdisciplinary pleasure reading.
