SENIOR YEAR 

TIMELINE AND CHECKLIST

September

· Collect paper applications and Common App supplemental forms from school websites or by calling the admission office. Go to the following webpage to see if your schools accept the Common App and whether they require a supplemental form. http://app.commonapp.org/index.cfm?APP=AppOnline&ACT=Display&DSP=CollegeInfo
· For online applications, make a list of all the information you will need to input and gather it in one place to make the process, which is often timed, less stressful.

· Make yourself known to your schools of interest by asking to be placed on the mailing list, scheduling an official visit/tour and setting an interview appointment.  Do not hesitate to call or email the admission office.

· Register for October SAT I, SAT II Subject Tests and/or ACT dates.  Paper registration forms and online registration instructions are available in the college counselor’s office.  Remember that you are responsible for sending your scores to the colleges/universities.  You can do this when you register for the tests or anytime online at the testing services websites. Go to http://www.collegeboard.com/student/testing/sat/scores.html to send SAT I, SAT II and AP test scores.  Go to http://www.actstudent.org/scores/send/index.html to send ACT scores.

· Meet with the college counselor to formalize your list of applications.

· Attend appropriate college representative visits on the St. Martin’s campus.  Sign up sheets are posted on the college counseling bulletin board.

· Contact teachers with your official requests for recommendations.  Forms are available on Sharepoint.  Submit the top of the request form to the teacher and the bottom of the form to the college counselor.  Remember to give copies of your resumé or blue card to those teachers.   
· Work on your application essays.

· Make a calendar of your application deadlines

October

· Continue to meet with the college counselor.
· If you plan to take the November SAT I or SAT II, register now.
· If you are applying to schools with rolling admissions, do so now to improve your chances.  
· Continue to sign up for meetings with college representatives on St. Martin’s campus.
· Finalize arrangements with teachers regarding your letters of recommendation.  
· Athletes, submit your NCAA application for eligibility.
· Continue to work on your essays.
November

· Register for final testing of SAT I, SAT II and /or ACT in December.

· November 1st and November 15th are important deadlines for early decision/early action applications.  

· Continue to meet with college counselor.

· Attend final meetings with college representatives on St. Martin’s campus.

· FAFSA (required financial aid) forms should be available online.  

December

· December 1st and December 15th are important deadlines for some colleges and universities.

· Complete all applications and submit them to the college counselor by December 1st, as none will be processed while offices are closed during the Christmas holidays.

· Verify that your official SAT and/or ACT test scores have been sent to the colleges/universities on your application list.  

January

· Parents, file your FAFSA forms!
· Meet colleges’ deadlines for CSS Profile, where appropriate.
· The counselor will mail mid-year reports to all the colleges and universities to which you have applied.  There is no need to submit requests.
February

· When possible, verify online that the colleges/universities have all pieces of your application on file.  

March/April

· College admission offices finalize their decisions.  

· Notify the college counselor as you receive decision letters, both positive and negative.

· If you are waitlisted at your top-choice school, send your reply requesting to remain in consideration, with a letter restating your interest.  
· Schedule campus visits if necessary to help you decide.

May 

· May 1st is the National Candidate Reply Date.  You must mail your decision to attend by this date.  You may not send in duplicate deposits or commit to more than one college or university.
· Enjoy your final days at St. Martin’s.
· AP students take AP exams.  Pre-payment is required.
· Graduation Day is May 29th.

June

· The college counselor will mail your final transcript to the college or university which you plan to attend in the fall.
